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Maxine Sevack Memorial Grant $500

A scholarship fund established by the Sevack family honours the memory of their daughter, Maxine, a freelance journalist who died in a plane accident in Guatemala in 1986.  Maxine was an enthusiastic and dedicated Big Sister.  Scholarships of $500 are available to Little Sisters enrolled in post-secondary education who were matched with their Big Sister or Study Buddy by Big Sisters of BC Lower Mainland.

Eligibility

Any Little Sister who:

1. has been a member of Big Sisters of BC Lower Mainland for at least one year and has been matched with a Big Sister or Study Buddy;

2. is between 17 and 24 years of age;

3. is enrolled in a training or educational program (exclusive of high school) which is at least three months in duration;

4. has completed Grade 10;

5. can demonstrate financial need.

How to Apply

The Little Sister applying for the grant should:

1. complete an application form;

2. provide copy of application to an accredited training or educational program, with confirmation of admission (this may be submitted later)

3. write a personal letter which includes the following information:

a. an outline of educational and occupational goals;

b. a description of the proposed course of study;

c. an outline of financial needs and how they will be met;

d. a brief summary of general interests, hobbies and community activities;

     4.   provide letters of reference from two people who are not relatives (i.e. a teacher 
           and someone in the community who knows you well)
