Using GenAI for Personal 
Studying

You can use GenAI for 
personal studying (including 

planning and organizing) 
where the output is not being 
used for course assessments 
and the tool is not being used 

during an exam.

Course - Required 
Using one or more GenAI 
tools will be required to 

complete the course

Course - Permitted
Using GenAI tools is optional in 

this course

Course - Not Permitted
You cannot use GenAI for any course 
assignments, activities, homework, or 

class work

Remember, if you are using 
GenAI to help you 

understand material, create 
test questions, or other 

activities that help you study, 
you are taking a risk that the 

material is inaccurate, 
incomplete, or not at the 

level of understanding your 
instructor provided. 

GenAI can be helpful but 
needs to be verified.

It depends! What do you plan to use it for? How do you plan to use it? Explore this flowchart to learn more.

Is your planned 
use of GenAI 

something that 
your instructor 

has said is 
permitted?

You can use GenAI - make sure to 
follow your instructor's rules.

However, responsible use of GenAI 
requires you to keep some things 

in mind.

You may not use GenAI 
in this case. 

If you are unsure about 
what is permitted or 

not, ask your instructor!
