Studyload We require students to follow a minimum of 22,50 ECTS 
and a maximum of 32 ECTS per semester.

Dutch grading system In the Netherlands, one ECTS credit represents 28 hours 
of work, with 60 credits equaling one year of full-time 
study. The grading scale ranges from 1 (very poor) to 10 
(outstanding), with the minimum passing grade being 5.5. 
Grades of 9 and 10 are rare, and decimal grades like 7.8 
are sometimes used.

Accommodation After receiving the student’s nomination housing informa-
tion will be sent to the student directly. HZ has partnered 
APV student housing to make it easier for students to find 
a place to live in. They offer rooms in both Vlissingen and 
Middelburg. Another reliable company is GAPPH student 
housing who offer rooms (unfurnished rooms but possible 
to opt for a furniture package) in Middelburg. We strongly 
advise students to arrange housing as soon as possible.
